“Starfall Learn to Read” app.

= Colour the fish and cut them out. Parents write
a word with the dry erase marker on the back of
the fish.

= Fishing Rod: Find a stick outside and tie the
yellow string with the magnet onto it.

=  Fish for the words, read the word. Write knew
words on the fish as needed.

Skip this book or read it to
your child if your child is having a hard time with “Tin
Man Sits”.

Say the amount
on the dice then add some
objects to the dice to make
6.
